Classes Added to the Calendar 
   

• June 26—Hand Appliqué with Melody Shinokis.  Some people call it “needle turn,” some call it 
crazy.  But take a look at the shop sample and see what you can do with this skill!  It’s beautiful.  
And portable too!  Take your project in the car, take it on vacation.  Heck, watch TV and do it.  
Learn the skill and you’ll be hooked on what hand appliqué can bring to your projects.  Thursday 
June 26 from noon-3pm, $25. 

• July 15—Paper Piecing with Marji Rossman.  Marji has picked a very simple wallhanging 
pattern that can be completed during class.  While the pattern is not complicated, you will learn 
the fundamentals of paper piecing and will be able to transfer those skills to other more difficult 
patterns.  This is definitely the way to start.  Tuesday July 15 from 10am – 2pm, $30.  (also offered 
on Saturday August 9.   

• July 22, 34—Quilt As You Go.  Several people have asked for a Quilt As You Go class, and 
Marji Rossman is ready for you!  This is the technique that allows you to quilt your work during 
each step of your quilt, and when you’re done, you’re done. You don’t have to quilt your project 
because you’ve already stitched the batting and backing to your quilt.  TA-DA, it’s done!  See the 
shop sample and learn another way to do some of your quilts.  Tuesday and Wednesday July 23-
24 from 10am-1pm, $40. 

• July 30 and August 6 (2 days) —Margie’s Tote Bag.  Margie has adapted several patterns into 
her own and a sample will be available soon.  I’ve seen her original bag and can’t wait to see the 
modifications she’s making for the class sample.  You’ll love this bag!  Wednesday July 30 and 
Wednesday August 6 from 9:30am – 1pm, $45 

• August 2—Beginning Machine Quilting (back by popular demand!!)  Melody Shinokis is 
offering her awesome machine quilting class.  Melody will help take the fear of doing your own 
quilting away AND by using your own machine!  We’re doing this one on a Saturday for your “I 
work during the week” ladies.  Saturday August 2 from 10am – 2pm, $35. 

• Oh look, another Saturday class!  August 9—Paper Piecing with Marji Rossman.  See above

brings her absolutely “you can do this” class to you.  You will also learn to stipple.  If you haven’t 
taken one of Melody’s classes yet, you’re in for a treat.
